INFORMATION FOR EXHIBITORS 2010

Booth Cost:
$250.00 per booth postmarked by April 30, 2010.



$285.00 per booth postmarked after April 30, 2010.

Applications will be honored in order of the date of the postmark to get booth assignments.  Full payment for each booth must be mailed with the application.  If for any reason you application is rejected, your payment will be returned in full. 

Installation of Exhibits:  Exhibitors may start setting up their exhibits at 12:00 – 7:30 PM Wednesday, May 12, 2010 and must be contained within floor space assigned.  The height of built-up displays should not exceed 8 feet.  Side wings that obstruct view are not permitted.  Heavy equipment or equipment that might damage the floor must be placed on cardboard or some other material to protect the floor.  This must be provided by exhibitor, if needed. 

Exhibit Hours:  The exhibit area will be open Thursday, May 13, 2010 from 8:00 am – 2:30 PM, exhibitors may enter at 6:30 am.

Lunch:  Wednesday lunch will be provided for the exhibitors by CTEA.

Booth Decorating Information:  Each booth will include a table. The table must be draped by exhibitor if desired.  No signs will be provided unless ordered separately. There will be no backdrop or side rails.

Power and Light:  Please bring extension cords if you need electricity in your booth.  Outlets are scarce in this building and oddly spaced.  SOME BOOTHS HAVE NO POWER AVAILABLE.

Mailing or Shipping of Exhibit Material:  Materials should not be mailed to the conference.

Dismantling Exhibits:  We request that exhibits not be dismantled before 2:00 PM on Thursday, May 13, 2010.  They must be removed by 5:00 PM on  Thursday, May 13, 2010. 

Refund and Rejection:  The committee will refund all money received from applicant in case suitable assignment is not possible.  The CTEA reserves the right to reject any and all applicants for space, and to remove or restrict exhibits which may be deemed objectionable, and to prohibit or remove any exhibit which may detract from the general character of the display.

Liability:   The Connecticut Technology Education Association or Central Connecticut State University will not be responsible for any loss, damage, or injury that may occur to the exhibit or to the exhibitor’s employees or property from any cause whatsoever, prior, during or subsequent to the period covered by exhibit contract and the exhibitor on signing the contract, releases the Connecticut Technology Education Association from and agrees to indemnify same against any and all claims for such loss or injury.
